BODY- 14" = 14" Cotton fabric
Polyester fiberfill stuffing
"T shirt" paints for face
..0r embroidery floss
Paints for shoes, if desired
_Yards of black varn-hair
Saveral knitting needles that are
apout " to 378" in diameter
...or metal rods from hardware store
& bit of masking tape and boiling water

CLOTHING=
GZirl = 2 pieces 9" x 18" - Drass

2 pieces 10" = 10" - Chemise
Boy - 2 pieces 10" x 10" - overalls

Any lace and trims desired., For safsby sake, no
buttons may be used and ribbon bows must he sewn
Ehrough in place to prevent untying.

RST - Right Sides Together
RS0 = Right Side Qut

HAIR:

Snugly wrap varn arcund metal knitting needle, \Hx“a
using masking tape to secure. Make sevaral.

Pour boiling water over rod and then place in

a low ocven for an hour or so bo dry. When cool,

slide off of needle.

With thread %o mateh, hand tack halir to head,
working from crown to hairline in a coil --
or working from hairline to crown, as you

orefer.,

CLOTHING; - All clothes are sewn to the dell around the neck to
prevent undressing. Add laces and trims as desired.

GIRL; - CHEMISE -
Place P to B and sew side seams, leaving a 3"
armhole opaning.

Open out btop, turn £" to the wrong side around
armhole and leg and sew by hand or machine.

Place F Lo B again and sew shoulder seams and
inside leg seams.

Turn R332 and slip cnte doll, neck cpening down E
the back. HMand turn in neck edge 3" and

gather and sew to neck of dell. Back slit may

also be cleosed, although it will be covered.

Flace ¥ to B, HST, sew shoulder seams and center

Turn dress RSO and slip onto doll over Chemise.
Hand turn in neck +", gather and sew to neck of
doll. It's nice to see a bit of the chemise
above the neck of the dress.

BOY OVERALS -
The length of the sleeves will depend on how wide the material
is -- long or short, and they may also be eliminated. Opening
may be in the F or B and may be a seam instead of a fold.

Place F to B, RST, Sew shoulder seams and
center ssam below opening if it is a sean.

Upen out top, turn " to the wrong side arcund
sleaves and saw,

Place ¥ to B again and sew underarmn/side seams,
Opan ocut legs and turn up $" hem and sew.

Place F to B again and sew inside leg seams,

Turn RS0 and slip ente doll--opening in the F
or B, as desired. Hand turn under neck edge 1"
gvather and sew to nsck of doll.
